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COLLEGE OVERVIEW

ESTABLISHMENT AND FOUNDATION:

The College of Islamic Sciences in Fallujah was founded in the academic year 2008/2009,
with its initial core being the Sharia Department in the College of Law in Fallujah, established
in 2006. Following the department's success and student demand, the University Presidency
and the Ministry of Higher Education and Scientific Research approved the establishment of
the College of Islamic Sciences in Fallujah for the academic year 2008/2009. The college now
includes specialized scientific departments: Sharia, Arabic Language, Quranic Studies, Hadith
Studies, and Islamic Financial and Banking Transactions. Subsequently, in 2016, evening
studies were introduced for the Sharia and Arabic Language departments. In the academic year
2019-2020, evening studies were also established for Quranic Studies, Hadith Studies, and
Islamic Financial and Banking Transactions. Moreover, postgraduate studies were introduced,
including a Master's program in Sharia for the academic year 2017/2018, a Master's program in
Arabic Language for the academic year 2020/2021, and a Master's program in Literature for the
academic year 2021-2022. Additionally, a Doctorate program in Sharia for the academic year
2021-2022, a High Diploma equivalent to a Master's in Moderation and Balance in Hadith
Studies for the academic year 2021-2022, a Master's program in Hadith Studies for the
academic year 2022-2023, and a Master's program in Quranic Studies for the academic year
2022-2023 were established. Furthermore, a Doctorate program in Arabic Language, Language
Branch, for the academic year 2023-2024 was initiated.
